• Purpose : guide land use planning and decision making through improving the 

legal standing of CBAs 

• The bioregional plan allows for the NMB MOSS to be considered  by all organs 

of state in all land use planning and decision making process 

– Legally obliges this consideration 

• Municipal sector plans and to lobby against mining within conservation areas
